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Chairman’s Message

It is indeed an emotional moment for me to present the Annual Report for the
Financial Year 2023-2024 along with the Financial Statements of the Bank which
highlight the ever growing journey of the Bank’s financial status. With the most
commendable performance and dedication of all the employees and the un-
ending guidance and support from our stake-holders, the bank is well set on a
path in achieving new heights and continuously catering basic banking and
financial services to people from every walk of life with dedication.

The financial year of 2023-24 is a year of many challenges and hurdles. However, thanks to the
cumulative efforts of all the concerned personnel, Mizoram Rural Bank managed to acquire significant
growth in spite of all the impediments. Mizoram Rural Bank delivered a dynamic performance in 2023-
24 with a growth of ¥ 703.97 Crore which is 8.95% increment in the Bank’s Total Business, reaching a
historical height of ¥ 8,565.50 Crore in total. Despite stiff competition and economic stagnation in the
public, the bank still managed to grow in Deposits with a remarkable amount of ¥ 329.84 Crore
(6.64%) increase from the previous Financial Year arriving at a total Deposits of ¥ 5,299.73 Crore.
The Bank also arrive at a business volume of ¥ 3,265.77 Crore in advances which is ¥ 374.08 Crore
(12.94%) growth maintaining the Bank’s status as the largest lender in the state. Forging ahead, a
Festival Campaign was implemented by the Bank during 01.10.2023 to 31.12.2023 which directly
promote Personal Segment loans and subsequently Housing loans portfolio of the bank has
increased by ¥ 115.28 Crore (11.13%) tallying a total of ¥ 1151.31 Crore in the segment. The total
deposits on the Current Account and Savings Account (CASA) built up to ¥ 3165.08 Crore at 5.99%
growth from the previous Financial Year of ¥ 2986.26 Crore. Regardless of the provisions for NPA'’s,
Wage arrears and pension liabilities etc, the bank inscribed its Net Profit to ¥ 84.42 Crore.

By the decision and initiative of the Govt. of India, Mizoram Rural Bank received % 8.23 Crore for
recapitalization support during the FY 2023-24. In this context, the share of Government of India ¥
4.12 Crore, Sponsor Bank (SBI) ¥ 2.88 Crore and Government of Mizoram % 1.23 Crore
recapitalization assistance were fully received during this FY. The Capital Adequacy Ratio of the Bank
is positioned at 13.68% which is healthily above the minimum level of 9% stipulated by Dr. K.C.
Chakravarthi Committee. The Bank has opened 2 new branches during the FY 2023-24 and that
brings the total number of branches of Mizoram Rural bank to 104 branches spreading across the
length and breadth of the state covering rural, semi-urban and urban areas. Business per branches
increased to % 82.36 Crore from % 77.08 Crore of the previous Financial Year.

Perennially, NPA has been one of the main challenges. Hence, Branch wise and account wise follow
up and monitoring is continuously supervised with monthly Performance Review Meetings. Frequent
meetings on NPA Management, Recovery mechanism and Compromise Settlement held for reducing
NPA gradually had an affirmative impact by reaching as low as 4.91% in Gross NPA and Net NPA to
0.12%. The Bank settled 356 cases with an amount of ¥ 4.25 Crores in Lok Adalat and 99 cases with
an amount of ¥ 5.26 Crores through Compromise Settlement.

For the evolution of our Bank, we have 56 new recruits at different cadres and 29 employees have
been promoted to a higher grade. During the year, 8 staffs have retired from the Bank’s Service and

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12 staff members have resigned/terminated. Our bank has conducted and ensured the best and
quality service for all the staff members by organizing several training programmes through the
Bank’s own Staff Learning & Training Centre and training institutions like BIRD(Lucknow, Mangalore),
SBIRB (Hyderabad), IIBM, IIBF, State Bank Learning Centre on important selected subjects. The
Bank has persisted to give furthermost importance to continuous training and thus, about 284 staff
members had attended a training course during the year.

Furthermore, digital technologies are continuously upgraded for our customers, providing easy
access to Banking products. We prefaced latest IT technologies and latest digital initiatives offering
the access through mobile application such as BHIM, UPI, PoS, Scan & Pay. The Internet Banking
facility (transaction rights) launched by Mr. Siva Kumar, GM (RRB), SBI Corporate Centre, Mumbai is
an advantageous and beneficial digital banking technology catering to our customer. Most of the
Internal administration of the bank is also now managed through Digital Platforms such as HRMS
(Human Resource Management System) for efficient staff management, Internal Bidding System for
disposal of fixed assets, Internal Support System for enhancing Customers’ experience and business
efficiency.

The Bank maintains its status as one of the leading Bank in Mizoram and is still expanding
continuously, reaching to the most remote part of the state and offering banking services at their
doorsteps. We have conducted 1259 Financial Literacy Campaigns throughout the year and had a
fresh enroliment of 78818 customers under Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyothi Bima Yojana (PMJJBY)
reaching its peak enroliment of 190785, 122445 customers under Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima
Yojana (PMSBY) touching a cumulative enrolliment of 282428 respectively. Our Bank has sourced 11
Financial Literacy Community Resource Persons (FLCRPS) through an agency conducted by FLCC
in unbanked villages. Its helps the villagers in opening an account and conducting campaign for
enroliment under PM Social Security Schemes (PMSSS). There are 3923 FI Accounts opened by
Bank Mitras with a transactions of 687176 times in all the Financial Year which plays the far sighted
role in Financial Inclusion as well.

Prioritizing its responsibility towards the society, the Bank continues to affirm the CSR Scheme in
continuous support to the general public within its business areas. Hence, the Bank has expended an
amount of ¥ 81,75,532.00 during the year towards development of the rural area and elevation of the
rural people through its CSR scheme.

| am deeply obliged that the Rural Self Employment Training Institute (RSETI) at Kolasib which is
sponsored by our Bank has continuously functioned with 13 training programmes conducted during
the Year for 374 candidates in different trades. It is pleasant to see that people are fully utilizing the
potential of the Institution for imparting skills to the youth of the society preparing them for a better
future.

We have pleasure in presenting the 41st Annual
Report of Mizoram Rural Bank (MRB) together with

Investment Policy

The Investment Policy (revised) of the Bank was
adopted in 2018 and the same was reviewed/revised
and approved by the Board from time to time,
conforming to the RBI guidelines.

SLR Investments

In terms of Section 24 of the BR Act 1949, the Bank
has maintained investments in the avenues laid
down in the Policy, to fulfill the SLR requirements.

All SLR investments are made in GOI/State Govt.
Securities only. The purchase and sale of Govt.
Securities are undertaken by SBI  Funds
Management Ltd.

Non SLR Investments

Non-SLR investments are invested in Mutual Funds.
The Bank has been monitoring on the interest rate of
each plan invested in Mutual Funds. There was no
instance of income leakage from Non-SLR
investments portfolio.

CRR and SLR:

The Bank has complied with the regulatory
requirement of maintenance of adequate balances
towards CRR and SLR.

There is a well laid down system of assessing the
CRR and SLR requirements taking into account the
NDTL.

There was no default in maintenance of adequate
balances during the year. The Bank has kept ¥
242.49 crore in CRR and % 1308.63 crore in SLR as
on 31.03.2024.
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CREDIT PORTFOLIO

The credit portfolio of the Bank rose by 12.94% to
% 3265.77 crore during the financial year ended
31.03.2024 from the previous year level of ¥ 2891.69
crore, thus showing an absolute growth of ¥ 374.08
crore.

Credit to Agriculture

Total credit to agriculture and allied activities
including agriculture-portion of SHG lending, stood
at ¥ 552.13 crore as on 31.03.2024 as against
486.99 crore as on 31.03.2023 with a growth of ¥
65.14 crore @ 13.38%. Total number of Bank's
borrowers in Agriculture sector has increased to
35021 vis-a-vis 34083 in FY 2022-23. The Bank has
disbursed ¥ 248.10 crore to Agriculture sector during
the year.

Total credit to Agriculture and allied activities
constitutes 16.91 % of the total credit portfolio as on
31.03.2024 vis-a-vis 16.84 % as at the end of
previous FY.

Joint Liability Groups (JLGs)

JLGs are expected to overcome the problem of
tenant farmers getting deprived of institutional credit.
The Bank has financed an amount of ¥ 7.84 crore to
the JLGs as on 31.03.2024, taking the total JLGs
financed to 553. During the financial year 2023-24,
206 JLG groups were financed amounting to ¥ 5.13
crore as compared to 223 groups financed
amounting to ¥ 5.00 crore during the previous
FY 2022-23.

Kisan Credit Card System

We have issued 22287 KCCs as on 31.3.2024 with
an outstanding credit of ¥ 267.69 crore as against
previous FY level of 20366 KCCs for % 244.50 crore
with a Year-on-Year (YoY) growth rate of 9.48%.

As per Government of India guidelines, Bank is
implementing 7% interest rate to all the crop loan
borrowers up to ¥ 3.00 lakh & to all AH & Fisheries
up to ¥ 2.00 lakh and accordingly claimed & received
an amount of ¥ 1.35 crore interest subvention from
the GOI during the Financial Year 2023-24 for the
respective Systematic Year 2022-23.

PM-SVANIDHI

As per guidelines issued by Central Gov’t, we have
implemented the scheme since inception. And we
are the largest contributing bank under the scheme.
We sanctioned loan to 1275 street vendors during
the Year.

PRADHAN MANTRI MUDRA YOJANA (PMMY)

The Bank is implementing several Central Gov't
schemes among those is PMMY. Under this scheme,
672 PMMY loans have been sanctioned during the
FY amounting to ¥ 38.59 Cr.

NATIONAL LIVESTOCK MISSION

To help in the development of livestock in the state,
our Bank has adopted this scheme as per Gov't of
India guidelines. Under the scheme we have
sanction a loan to 44 No of applicants with a total
limit amount of ¥ 150 crores and claimed subsidy for
these borrowers.

PM Vishwakarma

The scheme launched by Central Gov't on 17%
September 2023 to provide end to end support to
artisans and craftspeople. The scheme s
implemented by our bank to promote artisans and
craftspeople in the state.

Pradhan Mantri Formalization of Micro food
processing Enterprises (PMFME)

Our Bank has implemented this Central Gov't
scheme to provide financial support to micro
enterprises / entrepreneurs who are taking up
activity on food processing. Individuals /

Proprietorship / Partnership / FPOs / NGOs /
Cooperatives / SHGs / Pvt. Ltd. Co. would be
provided Credit Linked capital subsidy @ 35% of the
eligible project cost, maximum of ¥ 10 lakhs per unit
for upgradation or setting up of new units.

National Rural Livelihood Mission (NRLM) -
Aajeevika — Interest Subvention Scheme

Our Bank has implemented NRLM Scheme as per
the guidelines issued by NABARD vide their letter
No 249/MCID-LS/2013-14 dated 26.11.2013. and
latest revision vide 195/MCID-02/2022 dated the
26th August 2022.

Under the Scheme, all Women SHGs promoted by
NRLM, which are linked with our Bank, are eligible to
avail the benefits of the Scheme. During this FY
2023-24 Central Gov't has revised the scheme, and
the revised scheme has also been adopted by the
bank. Under the revised scheme 3% prompt
repayment will not be provided to the borrowers
anymore by the Central Gov't, only interest
subvention to the Banks will be available. As per the
revised scheme, our bank is extending 7% interest
rate for all loan upto % 5 lakhs, for which Gov't of
India will subvent the banks @4% for loan upto ¥ 3
lakhs and @5% for loan limit above % 3 lakhs & upto
% 5 lakhs. Category | & Il categorization has been
removed, now all district will be enjoying the same
benefits under the revised scheme.

As per Government of India guidelines, our bank has
extended loans to all the Women SHG loan
borrowers @ 7% interest rate for a limit up to ¥ 5.00
lakh in all Districts and accordingly claimed and
received amount of ¥ 40.95 Lakhs towards 4.5% for
limit upto ¥ 3 lakhs and 5.5 % for limit above ¥ 3
lakhs & upto X 5 lakhs interest subvention from the
GOl during the year 2023-24.

Prime Minister Guarantee

Programme (PMEGP)

Employment

Bank has been implementing PMEGP scheme to
enable borrowers in availing benefits from the
central Gov’t under the scheme. During the year
2023-2024, we have claimed & received % 66.87
lakhs for our borrowers under PMEGP Margin
Money Scheme.
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National Urban Livelihood Mission (NULM)

Government of India restructured Swarna Jayanti
Shahari Rovzgar Yojana (SJSRY) as National Urban
Livelihood Mission (NULM). The SEP (Self
Employment Programme) component of NULM
focus on providing financial assistance through a
provision of interest subsidy on loans to support
establishment of Individual and Group Enterprises
and SHGs of urban poor. Under the Scheme, (a)
Interest subsidy, over and above 7% of ROI is
available on a Bank loan of ¥ 2 lakh to individual
enterprises and ¥ 10 lakh for Group Enterprises.
The difference between 7% p.a. and the prevailing
ROI will be provided to Banks under NULM; (b)

SHGs in urban areas can avail Bank loan at 7% ROI.

The difference between 7% p.a. and the prevailing
ROI will be provided to Banks under NULM. Further,
an additional 3% interest subvention will be provided
to all women SHGs for prompt repayment as per
repayment schedule by GOI. Interest Subvention
amounting to ¥ 35.96 Lakh was claimed & received
during the year.

Central Registry of Securitization Asset
Reconstruction and Security Interest of India
(CERSAI)

Our Bank had registered with CERSAI in terms of
RBI guidelines and complied with the instructions.
Registration of Equitable / Registered mortgages
and Hypothecation in respect of our loans under
CERSAI, which are covered under Securitization
and Reconstruction of Financial Assets and
Enforcement of Security Interest Act, 2002
(SARFAESI Act) is being done.

Credit Guarantee Schemes (CGTMSE & CGFMU)

Our bank has become a member of CGTMSE
(Credit Guarantee Trust Fund for Micro & Small

(Credit Guarantee Fund for Micro Units). Bank is
taking credit guarantee from CGTMSE for Loans
Upto a Maximum limit of ¥ 200 Lakhs and Upto ¥ 10
lakhs of loan limit for individual & JLGs, and for SHG
Loan Limit between % 10 lakhs to ¥ 20 lakhs.

Our Bank has been taking Credit Guarantee from
them by paying applicable fees.

Credit Information Companies

Our Bank has been a member of CIBIL (Credit
Information Bureau (India) Limited), CRIF High Mark
Credit Information Services Private Limited, Equifax
Credit Information Services Private Limited and
Experian Credit Information Company of India
Private Limited. These Companies collect and
maintain records of individuals' and non-individuals'
(commercial entities) payments pertaining to loans
and credit cards from Banks and other lenders on a
monthly basis. Using this information a Credit
Information Report (CIR) and Credit Score is
developed, enabling lenders to evaluate and
approve loan applications.

Our Bank has been uploading the data regularly and
all our Regional Offices and Branches are pulling
credit history of every loan applicant from CIBIL and
CRIF High Mark in their credit decisions.

Reserve Bank of India vide its letter No. DBR No.
CID.BC.60/20.16.056/2014-15 dated 15.01.2015 has
advised us that all Credit Institutions have a
mandate to become members of all CICs.
Accordingly, we have become members of the
above four CICs.

Every award of Lok Adalat shall be final and deemed
to be a decree of Civil Court binding on all the
parties to the dispute. Such civil court having
jurisdiction shall execute the order as if it were a
decree made by that court.

No appeal shall lie to any court against the award of
the Lok Adalat not even under Article 226 of the
Constitution because it is a judgement by consent.

During the last financial year i.e. 2023-24, Lok
Adalat was conducted a number of times in the State
and District level and our branches have participated
and successfully settled a number of cases through
these Adalat. During the year, 356 cases were
settled for an amount of ¥ 4.25 Crores.

The Bank has put in place the above monitoring
mechanism available to all levels of management
and operating staff to initiate appropriate risk
mitigating measures.

Right to Information Act

The Bank implemented the Right to Information Act,
2005 in letter & spirit setting out the practical regime
of right to information for citizens to secure access to
information under the control of bank in order to
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promote transparency and accountability in the
working of bank's various functionaries.

General Manager of the Bank has been designated
as Central/State Public Information Officer while the
Chairman of the Bank is designated as the Appellate
Authority.

During the year 2023-24, the Bank has received
Twenty Nine (29) applications under RTI Act. (hard
copy) 32 applications through Online portal.

FINANCIAL INCLUSION:

Financial Inclusion has been the concern of Indian
economy and banking industry since the
independence. Leveraging technology is the basic
idea behind our initiative in providing Banking
Services at the doorsteps of the unbanked and
underprivileged people of the society.

As a Bank (established jointly by Government of
India, State Bank of India and State Government) we
have been making difference in their lives. Using
technology has greatly galvanized our efforts to
bring in unprecedented transformation in providing
banking facilities to these people at their door steps.

As part of financial inclusion, the bank has engaged
3 Corporate BCs viz.. Caisias Research and
Consulting, Evergreen Outreach (P) Ltd and CSC e-
Governance Services India Ltd. under which there
are 270 Bank Mitras, equipped with micro ATMs.

Out of 272 villages allotted, 268 villages are having
less than 2000 population and the remaining 4
villages have more than 2000 population.

The Bank Mitras use the hand-held Micro ATM
devices to carry out the banking transactions in real
time on our CBS platform.

The following banking transactions are enabled at
Bank Mitra Points:

a. Account opening

b. Cash withdrawal and deposit through Kiosk

c. Receipt of loan instalments

d. Rupay Debit card transactions

e. Transfer / Remittance

f. Balance Enquiry

The entire Financial Inclusion (FI) operations at
BCAs work on the principle of Biometric verification
of the beneficiaries through micro ATMs and are
online, hitting our CBS server instantly through Third
Party Integration, which facilitates updating of
transactions carried out by BCAs on real time basis,
in CBS Server, via TSPs' Servers. As at the end of
the FY 2023-24, no. of FI Accounts opened by Bank
Mitras is 3923 and the number of transactions
summed to 687176.

Financial Inclusion Accounts — Aadhaar Seeding

Process of Aadhaar Seeding is going on and
Branches have taken steps to make the process
more streamlined and convenient for the customers.

Financial Inclusion — Social Security Schemes
(JJBY, SBY & APY)

Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana
(PMJJBY)

PMJJBY is a one-year life insurance scheme,
backed by Government of India, renewable from
year to year, offering coverage for death. People in
the age group of 18 to 50 years having a bank
account who give their consent to join/enable auto-
debit, are eligible. Aadhaar would be the primary
KYC for the bank account. The life covers of X 2 lakh
shall be for the one-year period stretching from 1st
June to 31t May and will be renewable. Risk
coverage under this scheme is for ¥ 2 lakh in case of
death of the insured, due to any reason. The
premium is ¥ 436/- per annum which is auto-debited
in one instalment from the subscriber's bank account
as per the option given by the customer on or before
318t May of each annual coverage period under the
scheme.

We have freshly enrolled 78818 customers under
Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyothi Bima Yojana in FY
2023-24. A total of 140792 enrollments were
renewed in May 2024.

Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY)

PMSBY is an accident insurance scheme and offers
a one-year accidental death and disability cover,
which can be renewed annually.
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The Scheme is available to people in the age group
18 to 70 years with a bank account who give their
consent to join/enable auto-debit on or before 31st
May for the coverage period 1%t June to 315t May on
an annual renewal basis. Aadhaar would be the
primary KYC for the bank account. The risk
coverage under the scheme is ¥ 2.00 lakh for
accidental death and full disability and % 1.00 lakh
for partial disability. The premium of ¥ 20/- per
annum is to be deducted from the account holder's
bank account through ‘'auto-debit' facility in one
instalment.

We have freshly enrolled 122445 customers under
Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana till FY 2023-
24 and a total of 259610 enrollments were renewed
in May 2024.

Atal Pension Yojana (APY)

APY is a pension scheme for unorganized sector
workers such as personal maids, drivers, gardeners
etc., launched in June 2015 by the Govt of India.
APY aims to help these workers save money for
their old age while they are working and guarantees
returns post retirement. Under the APY, there is
guaranteed minimum monthly pension for the
subscribers ranging between ¥ 1000 and % 5000 per
month, depending on the entry age and monthly
contribution.

Aadhaar will be the primary KYC and all Bank
Account holders aged between 18-40 years are
eligible for enrollment. We have 2996 fresh
enrollments under APY in FY 2023-24 amounting to
a total of 12631 APY enroliments till FY 2023-24.

Financial Literacy Awareness Camps

Following the need of the hour and taking cues from
RBI's policies and initiatives, our Bank launched
Financial Literacy Awareness Camps to create
awareness among rural people and encourage them
to use digital transactions viz., card technology,
ATMs, micro ATMs, PoS transactions, mobile
Banking, mobile wallets, etc. Street shows and
awareness camps have been deployed in villages
and schools with the above contents so as to attract
individuals and advising them to upgrade their
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financial and technical skills. Publicity materials in
the form of pamphlets, brochures and banners were
distributed during these camps to spread the
message of financial awareness among the masses.

FLC was conducted 1259 times throughout the FY
2023-24. NABARD sanctioned grant assistance for
all the programmes.

MRB FLCRP (Financial Literacy Community
Resource Persons)

Our bank has sourced 25 Financial Literacy
Community Resource Persons (FLCRPs) through an
agency. These FLCRPs conduct FLCC in unbanked
villages to help the villagers in opening of account
and campaign for  enrollment under PM Social
Security Schemes.

They help the villagers in filling up of account
opening forms and insurance forms at their villages
and submit the same to bank branches, thus saving
the time and money spent by the villagers.

WhatsApp banking involves using the
messaging platform to perform various banking
services — transfer of fund, checking of account
balance and paying of bills etc.

Green Channel Counter :

Live across all branches on 13.09.2023, Green
Channel Counter aims to provide our customer with
a simple, easier, secure and quick way of doing
basic banking transaction such as cash deposit,
cash withdrawal and fund transfer at bank branches
without the need to carry bank passbook, fill
vouchers, etc. It is also aimed to provide staff
manning cash counter with a more secure and
simple way of providing service to the customer.

Rollout of Offsite Transaction monitoring System
(OTMS) on 28.11.2023:

A centralized web-based software solution, “SBI
eTHIC” had been made live in the bank. The
Branches can access the system through the URL
link  http://10.43.70.20:7070/MIRBeTHIC/login.html
and submit online response in the OTMS application
itself, viz. “SBIeTHIC” after verifying the transactions
in CBS / vouchers etc.

OTMS is for the purpose of monitoring the
transactions offsite, alerts are generated from the
system and flagged to the branches/business units
for corrective actions. Presently, there are 34 types
of scenarios (OTMS exceptions) embedded in the
system against which the transactions are scrubbed
at regular periods, wherein inconsistent transactions
are flagged by the system for affirmation of the
related compliances. The scenarios are periodically
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reviewed and enlarged, depending upon the need
and certain triggers.

Implementation of WEBCAS:

implemented to cater to the needs of Banks in
carrying out the complete internal concurrent audit
process in electronic form.

Mizoram Rural Bank

Implementation of Account Aggregator (AA):

As per the instruction of the Department of Financial
Services (DFS), Government of India, all RRBs are
required to join Account Aggregator framework. In
this connection, our bank collaborated with our
application service provider, C-Edge Technologies
Ltd. to provide solution for joining Account
Aggregator framework. Our bank is now live as FIU
on 12.04.2023 and as FIP on 03.05.2023

Cyber Security Insurance:

Cyber Security Insurance cover had been taken
through Berns Brett broker with a sum insured
amount of ¥ 2 Crore to protect our bank’s digital
assets. This measure ensures comprehensive
coverage against potential cyber threats, including
data breaches, ransomware attacks and business
interruption. This insurance not only safeguards our
sensitive information and customer data but also
reinforces our commitment to maintaining trust and
security in our digital operation.

UPI-ICCW
Withdrawal):

(Interoperable  Card-less Cash

UPI-ICCW is a revolutionary cash withdrawal service
enabling customers to withdraw cash from ATM
booth using UPI QR Code which is displayed on the
machine. The maximum transaction limit is ¥ 5000/-
per day and the bank is live in this service with effect
from 06.03.2024.
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IS Audit :

In order to ensure the bank’s adherence to standard
information system security practices and to comply
with regulatory guidelines, Information System audit
(IS Audit) was conducted during the period from
16.08.2023 - 19.08.2023. Compliance report has
been submitted and closure report is received on
24.04.2024.

Implementation of Anti-phising / Anti-rogue /
brand monitoring application:

Anti-Phising / brand monitoring system aspect
focuses on identifying and halting deceptive
attempts aimed at impersonating the bank to trick
individuals into divulging confidential information.
While, the anti-rogue application aspect is dedicated
to detecting and eliminating counterfeit apps posing
as legitimate ones, thereby preventing the
misguidance and misuse of customers’ data. Our
bank is live with anti-rogue/brand monitoring system
on 29.08.2024 and some illegitimate phishing
domains similar to the bank’s website domains have
been detected and action taken to take down those
domains.

Loan Originating System (LoS) :

LoS is a platform that manages end to end loan
application and approval process. At present, only
KCC-Crop product is enabled in LOS and more
products are planned to be added to cover as much
loan products as possible through LoS.

BEPG (Bharat E-Commerce Payment Gateway)
Live on 08.12.2023:

BEGP solution improves the consumer experience
and overall performance of e-Com transaction
workflow from iFrame based methodology to URL
redirection. Apart from the existing features of
current e-commerce platform, BEPG support a host

of additional features including, inter-alia, enhance
consumer experience, merchant name and amount
have been added to issuer application ‘api’ call for
consumer-friendly OTP delivery and no compromise
on security and risk.

Procurement of new Computer System through
Government e-Marketplace (GeM):

Procurement of desktop computer system was made
through GeM for the first time in MRB history. 75 nos.
of desktop computer sets amounting to % 30,19,126/-
were procured during the FY 23-24. These are then
distributed to the branches mostly as a replacement
for their obsolete computer systems which reached
their end of life.

Revamp of Mizoram Rural Bank Official website
(www.mizoramruralbank.in):

As the bank’s website which was developed using
open source content management system needed
updating, a new official website was developed by
Development team of IT Cell with the new design
and added features. In order to ensure that the
website is free from known open vulnerabilities,
vulnerability assessment and penetration testing
(VAPT) is also conducted for the new website.

VAPT (Vulnerability Assessment Penetration
Testing) for in house developed Applications:

In order to ensure that software applications which
are developed in-house are free from any known
critical open vulnerability in the internal network
environment and to ensure its reliability, VAPT was
conducted for in-house developed applications
during 27 - 29t December, 2023 and successfully
closed without any critical vulnerability.
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Aadhaar Vault:

In view of privacy of Aadhaar Number and its related
data, the Unique Identification Authority of India
(UIDAI) made it compulsory to store all Aadhaar
Numbers collected by bank in a centralised
dedicated storage in encrypted form identified as
“Aadhaar Data Vault”. Aadhaar Data Vault enables
e-Governance applications in eliminating Aadhaar
footprint in our CBS and builds an abstraction layer
(Reference Key) for safeguard of Aadhaar Numbers
and its related data.

Risk Categorization Automation:

This new system aims to generate system calculated
risk score for every customer based on different risk
parameters — Customer Type, Occupation, Age,
Account status, turnover, Business activity, location,
STRs filed with FIU-IND, residential status, country
risk, social financial status, Export/Import customers,
politically exposed Person, products & services.

One Account NPA all account NPA (CIF based
NPA):

To comply with regulatory guidelines and instruction,
CIF based classification of asset (One Account NPA,
all account NPA) has been implemented in CBS
since 24" August, 2023.

Migration from PPA to ePA:

In order to ensure compliance with the guidelines
and instruction of PFMS, Electronic Payment Advice
(ePA) mode of payment in PFMS has been
introduced in the bank during the reporting financial
year. This new ePA mode is designed to replace
Printed Payment Advice (PPA) mode in PFMS.

MIS-Dashboard:

A Management Information System (MIS) portal is a
centralized web-based portal which is designed to
facilitate the management and dissemination of
information within our Bank. It serves as a gateway
for the Bank to provide access to various data
resources that are crucial for decision-making and
daily operations.
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Branch Visit Register Portal:

A Branch Visit Register Portal is a web-based
system designed to manage and record information
about visit of the branch by officials from controlling
office or from other offices like RBI, Govt Deptt, etc.
It allows visiting official to record visiting remarks in a
paperless mode rather than in a paper-based
register and compliance to the remarks can also be
done by the branch from the portal itself. This portal
provides facility to the controlling office for better
management and proper monitoring of compliance
by the branch. The portal offers a user-friendly
interface for efficient visitor management.

Staff welfare Measures
Medical insurance scheme

In terms of Government of India Letter No:
F.8/1/2015-R RB dated 20.10.2016, our Bank has
implemented Medical Insurance Scheme as per Xt
Bipartite Settlement and the subsequent Xt
Bipartite Settlement, to employees and officers along
with their dependent family members as detailed in
Schedule IV.

The Scheme covers Employee + Spouse +
Dependent Children + 2 dependent Parents /
parents-in-law with a Sum Insured of % 4,00,000 and
% 3,00,000 for Officers and employees respectively.
We have also taken a Corporate Buffer to cover
additional expenditure up to ¥ 20 Lakh, to be
allocated to officers and employees whose

hospitalization expenditure exceeds the sum insured.

The Scheme, apart from facilitating hassle free
admission into the hospital immediately and
payment of cash, makes the settlement of
hospitalization expenses become much easier,
saving administrative time considerably. The
scheme also covers domiciliary treatment.

Medical insurance scheme for pensioners

This Medical Insurance Scheme is now extended to
pensioners which commenced on 22" February,
2021 and renewed yearly. The scheme covers the
pensioner (retiree) along with spouse with a sum
insured for X 4.00 Lakhs and ¥ 3.00 Lakhs for retired
officers and retired employees respectively.

Group Life Insurance Policy:

The Board of the Bank on its 204" Meeting, held on
the 14t October, 2019 approved providing one-year
renewable Group Life Insurance to all regular
employees. The staff group Life insurance provided
for all regular employees of Mizoram Rural Bank is
SBI Life — Sampoorn Suraksha (UIN:111N040V04)
with a sum assured of ¥ 20,00,000.00 (Rupees
Twenty Lakhs only) per employee which
commenced on 18" December, 2019 and renewed
yearly.
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Gratuity and Leave Encashment Fund

The Bank has taken care of provisional requirements
in respect of Gratuity. The total corpus as on
31.3.2024 is to the tune of ¥ 23,34,52,394/- (Rupees
Twenty Three Crore Thirty Four Lakh Fifty Two
Thousand Three Hundred Ninety Four only) towards
Gratuity and %12,46,61,503/- (Rupees Twelve Crore
Forty Six Lakh Sixty One Thousand Five Hundred
and Three) towards Leave Encashment.

Settlement of Terminal Benefits

The Bank has made a policy that all terminal
benefits are settled on the date of retirement of staff
members. The process begins two months in
advance of retirement to ensure that all formalities
are completed to make payment on the date of
retirement.

Payment of Ex-gratia

The Bank has implemented the GOI instructions,
contained in their notification No: F.20/5/2003-RRB
dated 09.06.2006, on payment of ex-gratia in lieu of
appointment on compassionate grounds for the legal
heirs of the bereaved staff members and also to the
staff who are chronically sick and immobile on sick
grounds.

Pension Scheme:

With the implementation of Mizoram Rural Bank
(Employees’) Pension Regulation 2018, the Bank
provides pension to all its eligible employees. The
Bank has constituted Mizoram Rural Bank
(Employees’) Pension Fund under irrevocable Trust
which for its sole purpose have the provision of
payment of pension to all its eligible employees or
his/her family. And it constituted Mizoram Rural
Bank (Employees’) Provident Fund under
irrevocable Trust to provide for payment of the fund
on refund to all eligible employees or his/her family
on retirement under any classes of pension.

The Pension Fund consist of the contribution made
by the bank based on the pension liability worked
out on actuarial valuation by the Actuary and
employers’ contribution share towards Employees’
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Pension Scheme, 1995 refunded by the employees
on retirement. The total pension liability worked out
by the Actuary for the financial year 2023-2024 is
valued at ¥ 1,26,21,51,492/- of which the Bank has
provided 100% of its liability to the Pension Fund .

The Mizoram Rural Bank (Employees’) Provident
Fund consist of 10% of the basic pay of all eligible
employee contributed on monthly basis and the
balance of the contribution of the employee Toward
Provident Fund under Employee Pension Scheme,
1995. The corpus accrued in the Provident Fund of
the individual eligible employee is maintained by the
Trust for provision on refund by all eligible employee
or his/her family on retirement. 112 employees are
contributing towards provident fund as on 315t March,
2024.

At present, there are 53 retired staff and 45 family
pensioners benefitting the pension scheme as per
Mizoram Rural Bank (Employees’) Pension
Regulation 2018.

National Pension Scheme:

All employees joining the Bank on or after 15t April,
2010 are covered under National Pension Scheme.
Under the scheme 10 % of the Basic Pay plus
Dearness Allowance of the covered employee along
with a co-contribution of 14% of the Basic Pay plus
Dearness Allowance of employee made by the Bank
(14% since 11 BPS) is remitted every month to the
Pension Fund Trust. The total contribution is further
credited to the employees NPS account maintained
by NSDL (the central record keeping agency) for
their retirement benefits. 401 employees have been
covered under NPS scheme as on 315t March, 2024.

VIGILANCE ADMINISTRATION:

Bank is growing in size with new Business,
Customers, Products and Processes and Man
powers. Apart from the external threats, Bank is
carrying risk from internal threats due to various
reasons like lack of knowledge, compliances and
Integrity etc. Therefore, vigilance is considered to be
an integral part of the managerial function together
with sensitization to be vigilant / watchful has been a
thrust area for the Bank to protect and prevent

happening of any untoward incidents with adverse

financial implications for the Bank and its customers.

Vigilance Administration has been introduced in the

Bank with the involvement of Sponsor Bank vide

their letter No. A&S /RRB/SKJ/415 dated 12"

September 2017 after obtaining the Board’s

approval.

A) Vigilance administration for officers, who have
been deputed from State Bank of India, will be
governed under SBIOSR and all CVC guidelines
will be applicable.

B) Vigilance Administration for Officers of Mizoram
Rural Bank:

i) For Officers of Mizoram Rural Bank in the Grade
Scale of SMGS-V, if any, Disciplinary matters will
be referred to ACVO of A&S Department, SBI CC,
Mumbai, through GM (Vigilance) of the Bank,
these officers be considered as equal to SMGS-V
of SBI and brought under CVC jurisdictions.

i) For Officers / Employees of Mizoram Rural Bank
in the Grade Scale up to SMGS-IV: State Bank of
India has identified an Officer from State Bank of
India in the Grade Scale of SMGS-IV/SMGS-V,
who will act as the GM (Vigilance) of the Mizoram
Rural Bank. GM (Vigilance) will be the Head of
Vigilance Administration of the Bank and he will
continue to report to Chairman of the Bank. GM
(Vigilance), in case of Scale-IV Officers and
below including Award staff, will put up the
Vigilance Cases of the Bank to the Additional
CVO of A&S Department, SBI CC, Mumbai, for
necessary control and advices. Additional CVO
will monitor and provide help / necessary
guidance to the Vigilance set up / activities of the
Bank.

GM (Vigilance) of the Bank will submit monthly and
quarterly reports to ACVO on the Vigilance
Administration of the Bank. ACVO on monthly
periodicity reviews pendency of Vigilance cases,
implementation of complaint handling policy and
whistle blower policy, pending complaint, PVC
meeting, regular preventive visits of Branches by
Vigilance cell officials, job rotation, submission of
Assets and Liabilities statements by all officials and
will communicate his / her observations, if any. Chief
Vigilance Officer of State Bank of India is overseeing
the Vigilance Administration of the Bank through
ACVO of A&S Department, SBI CC, Mumbai.
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Vigilance Activity:

All the Branches conducted Preventive Vigilance
Committee Meeting once in every quarter (Total 403
during the year) and submitted their minutes for
scrutiny at Vigilance Cell. Regular Preventive Visits
of Branches were done by GM (Vigilance)/ Vigilance
Cell official(s).

56 Suo-moto investigation with Preventive Visits
were conducted during the year. Scrutinized 23
RFIA reports. Ensured job rotation, Scrutinized
Annual Asset and Liability statements of all Officials.

Bank has observed the “Vigilance Awareness
Week” from 315t October 2023 to 06" November
2023 as per guidelines issued by CVC with the
theme “Corruption free India for a Developed nation”

at Head Office, Regional Offices and by all Branches.

All the staffs along with the Customers have taken
the Integrity Pledge at 11:00 AM on 318t October
2023 and also promoted e-pledge. As a part of
observation, branches conducted 100 Gram Sabha
with total participation of 1549 publics/citizens
throughout the geography of the state of Mizoram.

Activities outside the organization, the Bank has
conducted Essay writing, Elocution/Debate and
Awareness meeting. Seminar/Workshop  was
conducted on different topics related to Vigilance
with total participation of 421 public/citizens.

Report on Audit of the Standalone Financial Statements Opinion
1. We have audited the accompanying standalone financial statements of Mizoram Rural Bank (‘the
Bank’), which comprise the Balance Sheet as at 31st March 2024 & the Statement of Profit and Loss
for the year then ended, and notes to the financial statements including a summary of significant
accounting policies and other explanatory information, in which are included the returns for the year
ended on that date of the Head Office and includes,
i. 36 branches audited by us and
ii. 26 branches audited by statutory branch auditor.
The branches audited by us and those audited by other auditors have been selected by the Bank in
accordance with the guidelines issued to the Bank by the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development (NABARD). Also incorporated in the Balance Sheet & the Profit and Loss Account are the
returns from 42 branches which have not been subjected to audit. These unaudited branches account
for 18.05 percent of advances, 22.19 per cent of deposits, 18.03 per cent of interest income and
21.23 per cent of interest expenses.
In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the
aforesaid standalone financial statements give the information required by the Regional Rural Banks
Act, 1976, circulars, directions and guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India (RBI & NABARD from
time to time and in the manner so required for bank and are in conformity with accounting principles
generally accepted in India and:
a. The Balance Sheet, read with the notes thereon is a full and fair Balance Sheet containing all
the necessary particulars, is properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and fair view of the state
of affairs of the Bank as at 31st March, 2024.
b. The Profit and Loss Account, read with the notes thereon shows a true balance of profit.

Basis for Opinion

2. We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) issued by the ICAI. Our
responsibilities under those Standards are further described in the Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the
standalone Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the Bank in accordance with the
Code of Ethics issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India together with the ethical requirements
that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements under the provisions of the Act and the Rules
thereunder, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements and
the Code of Ethics. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide
a basis for our opinion.

3. Emphasis of Matter

a) Renewal/enhancement of KCC accounts being done invariably on the same day on which the farmer
repays the amount, the genuineness of such credit transactions is not verifiable particularly in cases
where the farmer deposits the amount in cash and enhanced limit is also disbursed in cash within a time
span of few minutes on the same day, the impact of which is not ascertainable;

b) A fraud had been declared by the bank, and the same is under investigation, the Bank has provided for
the entire amount of Fraud amount to % 21.61 Crores;

c) The balances reflecting under the head of Other Assets- Interest Receivable amounting to ¥ 85.52
crores is the account maintained by the bank to book the accrual interest from investments and it is
found that some of the entries in the account were not reconciled;

d) On the basis of details provided by the management, it has come to our notice that there is an ongoing
appeal with the Income Tax Department amounting to % 16,46,98,428 & % 34,02,827 and no provision in
respect of same has been provided in the books of accounts;
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Key Audit Matters
4. Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in our
audit of the standalone financial statements of the current period. These matters were addressed in the
context of our audit of the standalone financial statements as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon,
and we do not provide a separate opinion on these matters. We have determined the matters prescribed
below to be the key audit matters to be communicated in our report.

Our opinion on the standalone financial statements does not cover the other information and we do not express
any form of assurance or conclusion thereon.

In connection with our audit of the standalone financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other
information and, in doing so, consider whether the other information is materially inconsistent with the
standalone financial statements or our knowledge obtained in the audit or otherwise appears to be materially
misstated.

If, based on the work we have performed, we conclude that there is a material misstatement of this other
information; we are required to report that fact. We have nothing to report in this regard.

Materiality is the magnitude of the misstatements in the standalone financial statements that, individually
or aggregate, makes it probable that the economic decisions of a reasonably knowledgeable user of the
financial statements may be influenced. We consider quantitative materiality and qualitative factors in (i)
planning of the scope of our audit work and evaluating the results of our work; and (ii) to evaluate the
effect of any identified misstatement in the financial statements.

We communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters, the planned
scope and timing of the audit and significant audit findings, including any significant deficiencies in
internal control that we identify during our audit.

We also provide those charged with governance with a statement that we have complied with relevant
ethical requirements regarding independence, and to communicate with them all relationships and other
matters that may reasonably be thought to bear on our independence, and where applicable, related
safeguards.

We describe these matters in our auditor’s report unless law or regulation
precludes public disclosure about the matter or when, in extremely rare circumstances, we determine
that a matter should not be communicated in our report because the adverse consequences of doing so
would reasonably be expected to outweigh the public interest benefits of such communication.

Other Matters

8. We did not audit the financial statements of 68 branches included in the standalone financial statements
of the Bank whose financial statements reflect Total Advances of ¥ 1717.60 Crores as at 315t March 2024.
These branches cover 52.89% of advances and 53.81% of deposits as at 315t March 2024. Out of which
financial statements of 26 branches had been audited by the branch auditor whose reports have been furnished
to us, and our opinion in so far as it relates to the amounts and disclosures included in respect of branches, is
based solely on the report of such branch auditors and the financial statements of remaining 42 branches had
been compiled which has not been audited by any auditors.
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Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter.

Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements
9. The Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account have been drawn up in accordance with the
provisions of Section 29 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949.
Subject to the limitation of the Audit indicated in paragraph 5 to 7 above and as required by the Regional Rural
Bank Act, 1976 and subject also the limitations of disclosure required therein, we report that:
(@) we have obtained all the information and explanations which, to the best of our knowledge and
belief, were necessary for the purpose of our audit and have found them to be satisfactory;
(b) the transactions of the Bank, which have come to our notice, have been within the powers of the
Bank;
(c) the returns received from the offices; and branches of the Bank have been found adequate for
the purposes of our audit;
(d) the profit and loss account shows a true balance of profit for the year then ended.

10. Further, as required by section 143(3) of the Act, we report that:

a) Subject to the limitation of the Audit indicated in paragraph 1 to 7 above and subject also
the limitations of disclosure required therein, we have sought and obtained all the
information and explanations which to the best of our knowledge and belief were
necessary for the purpose of our audit;

b) in our opinion, proper books of account as required by law have been kept by the Bank so
far as it appears from our examination of those books and proper returns adequate for the
purposes of our audit have been received from branches not visited by us;

c) the reports on the accounts of the branch offices of the bank audited by branch auditors of
the Bank have been sent to us and have been properly dealt with by us in preparing this
report;

d) the Balance Sheet & the Statement of Profit and Loss dealt with in this report are in
agreement with the books of account and with the returns received from the branches not
visited by us;

e) in our opinion, the aforesaid standalone financial statements comply with the Accounting
Standards specified under Section 133 of the Act, to the extent they are not inconsistent
with the accounting policies prescribed by RBI/NABARD;

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A. Basis of preparation:

The Bank's financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention, on the accrual basis of
accounting on going concern basis, unless otherwise stated and conform in all material aspects to Generally
Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India, which comprise applicable statutory provisions, regulatory
norms | guidelines prescribed by the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development (NABARD) | Reserve
Bank of India (RBI), Banking Regulation Act 1949, Regional Rural Bank Act, 1976 and amendments thereto and
Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAl), and the practices
prevalent in the banking industry in India.

B. Use of Estimates:

The preparation of financial statements requires the management to make estimates and assumptions
considered in the reported amount of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) as on the date of
financial statements and the reported income and expenses during the reporting period. Management believes
that the estimates used in preparation of the financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Future results
could differ from to these estimates.

C. Significant Accounting Policies:
1. Revenue Recognition:

1.1 Income and Expenditure are accounted on accrual basis, except otherwise stated.

1.2 Interest income is recognised in the Profit and Loss Account as it accrues except, (i) income
from Non Performing Assets (NPAs), comprising of advances and investments which is
recognised upon realisation, as per the prudential norms prescribed by the RBI or other
regulatory authorities. (ii) overdue interest on investments and bills discounted, (iii) Income
on Rupee Derivatives designated as "Trading", which are accounted on realisation.

Profit/ loss on sale of investments is recognised in the Profit and Loss Account.

Income (other than interest) on investments in "Held to Maturity (HTM)" category acquired at

a discount to the face value is recognised only at the time of sale/ redemption.

1.5 Commission & Exchange and Locker rent have been recognized on realization basis.
Interest on overdue term deposits is accounted for on renewal basis.

1.6 In case of suit filed accounts, legal and other expenses incurred are charged to Profit and
Loss Account and at the time of recovery of such expenses is accounted as income.

2. Investments:
The transactions in Government Securities are recorded on "Settlement Date". Investments other
than Government Securities are recorded on "Trade Date".
2.1. Classification: Investments are classified into three categories viz., Held to Maturity (HTM),

Available for Sale (AFS) and Held for Trading (HFT) as per RBI guidelines.

2.2. Basis of classification:

i. Investments that the Bank intends to hold till maturity are classified as Held to Maturity
(HTM).

ii. Investments that are held principally for resale within 90 days from the date of
purchase are classified as Held for Trading (HFT).

iii. Investments, which are not classified in the above two categories, are classified as
Available for Sale (AFS).

iv. An investment is classified as HTM / HFT | AFS at the time of its purchase and
subsequent shifting amongst categories is done in conformity with regulatory
guidelines. However, for disclosure in Balance Sheet these are classified as under -
Government Securities, Other Approved Securities and Others.
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Valuation:

i)
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In determining the acquisition cost of an investment:

a) Brokerage or Commission received on subscriptions is reduced from the cost.

b) Brokerage, Commission, Securities Transaction Tax (STT) etc., paid in
connection with acquisition of investments are expensed upfront and excluded
from cost.

c) Broking period interest paid/ received on debt instruments is treated as interest
expense/ income and is excluded from cost or sale consideration.

d) Cost is determined on the weighted average cost method for investments under
AFS and HFT category and FIFO basis (First in First out) for investments under
HTM category.

Transfer of securities from HFT / AFS category to HTM category is carried out at the
lower of acquisition cost / book value / market value on the date of transfer. The
depreciation, if any, on such transfer is fully provided for. However, transfer of
securities from HTM category to AFS category is carried out on acquisition price /
book value. After transfer, these securities are immediately re-valued and resultant
depreciation, if any, is provided

Treasury Bills and Commercial Papers are valued at carrying cost.

Held to Maturity category:

a) Investments under Held to maturity category are carried at acquisition cost
unless it is more than the face value, in which case the premium is amortised
over the period of remaining maturity on constant yield basis. Such amortisation
of premium is adjusted against income under the head "Interest on
Investments".

b) Investments in equity shares of other companies are valued at historical cost. A
provision is made for diminution, other than temporary, for each investment
individually.

Investments under AFS and HFT category: Investments under AFS and HFT category

are individually re-valued at market price or fair value determined as per regulatory

guidelines, and only the net depreciation of each group for each category (viz., (i)

Government securities (i) Other Approved Securities, (iii) Shares, (iv) Bonds and

debentures, and (v) others) is provided for and net appreciation, is ignored. On

provision for depreciation1 the book value of individual security remains unchanged
after marking to market.

Investments are classified as Performing and Non-Performing investments, based on

the guidelines issued by the RBI. Investments of domestic offices become non

performing where:

a) Interest or instalment (including maturity proceeds) is due and remains unpaid
for more than 90 days.

b) In the case of equity shares, in the event the investment in the shares of any
company is valued at ¥ 1/- per company on account of the non-availability of the
latest balance sheet, those equity shares would be reckoned as NPI.

3. Loans or Advances and Provisions thereon:

Loans and advances are classified as performing and non-performing, based on the
guidelines/ directives issued by the RBI. Loan assets become Non-Performing Asset (NPA)
where:

3.1

i)

In respect of Agriculture advances:

a) For short duration crops, where the instalment of principal or interest remains
overdue for two crop seasons, and

b) For long duration crops, where the principal or interest remains overdue for one
crop season.

In respect of non-Agriculture advances:

a) In respect of term loans, interest and / or instalment of principal remains
overdue for a period of more than 90 days.
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b) In respect of Overdraft or Cash Credit Advances, the account remains "out of
order", i.e., if the outstanding balance exceeds the sanctioned limit or drawing
power continuously for a period 90 days, or if there are no credits continuously
for 90 days as on the date of balance sheet, or if the credits are not adequate to
cover the interest debited during the same period.

3.2  All advances have been classified under four categories i.e., Standard Assets, Sub-standard
Assets, Doubtful Assets and Loss Assets. Provisions are made as per the extant guidelines /
directives prescribed by the RBI.

Provisions on Advances are made as under:
. Standard Assets:
General Provision for Standard Assets at the following rates: Direct Advances to
Agriculture and SME sectors at 0.25%
Commercial Real Estate sector at 1% Housing Loans >20.00 lacs@0.75% All other
advances not included in (1) & (2) above at 0.40%
Il Sub-Standard Assets:
A loan asset that has remained non performing for a period less than or equal to 12
months is a Sub-Standard Asset.
General Provision of 15% on the total outstanding
Additional Provision of 10% for exposures which are unsecured ab-intio (i.e., where
realisable value of security is not more than 10% ab-initio).
lll. Doubtful Assets:
A loan asset that has remained in the sub-standard category for a period of 12 months
is Doubtful Asset
Secured Portion - Up to One year 25%
One to three years 40%
More than three years 100%
Unsecured Portion - 100%
IV. Loss Assets:
A loan asset where Loss has been identified but the amount has not been fully written
of is a Loss Asset.
100% Provision on outstanding Advances.

3.3 Advances are net of specific loan loss provisions, unrealised interest, ECGC claims received
and Inter Bank Participation Certificates.

3.4 For Restructured / Rescheduled assets, provisions are made in accordance with the extant
guidelines issued by the RBI.

3.5 In the case of loan accounts classified as NPAs, an account may be reclassified as a
performing asset if it confirms to the guidelines prescribed by the regulators.

3.6 Amounts recovered against debts written off in earlier years are recognised as revenue in
the year of recovery.

3.7 In addition to the specific provision on NPAs, general provisions are also made for Standard
Assets as per extant RBI guidelines. These provisions are reflected in Schedule 5 of the
Balance Sheet under the head "Other Liabilities and Provisions - Other Provisions" and are
not considered for arriving at the net NPAs.

3.8  Appropriation of recoveries in NPAs (not out of fresh/additional credit facilities sanctioned to
the borrower concerned) towards principal or interest due as per the Bank's extant
instructions is done in accordance with the following priority:

a. Charges
b. Unrealized Interest/Interest
C. Principal

4. Fixed Assets- Depreciation:

4.1. Fixed Assets are carried at historical cost less accumulated depreciation.

4.2. Cost includes cost of purchase and all expenditure such as site preparation, installation
costs and professional fees incurred on the asset before it is put to use. Subsequent
expenditure incurred on the assets put to use are capitalised only when it increases the
future benefits from such assets or their functioning capability.

4.3. Depreciation is provided on straight line method as per the following rates:

Employee Benefits:
5.1.  Short Term Employee Benefits:
The undiscounted amount of short - term employee benefits, such as medical benefits etc.,
which are expected to be paid in exchange for the services rendered by employees, are
recognized during the period when the employee renders the service.
5.2. Long Term Employee Benefits
i) Defined Benefit Plans:
a. Gratuity:
The Bank provides for Gratuity liability based on actuarial valuation for all the
eligible employees. The benefit is in the form of lump sum payments to vested
employees on retirement, or on death while in employment, or on termination of
employment, for an amount equivalent to 15 days basic salary payable for each
completed year of service, subject to the oap prescribed by the Statutory
Authorities. Vesting occurs upon completion of five years of service. The Bank
makes periodic contributions to a fund administered by Trustees based on an
independent external actuarial valuation carried out annually.
b. Leave Encashment:
Provision for Leave Encashment is calculated on actuarial basis. Payment has
been made on ‘Pay-as-You-Go’ method
C. Pension:
As per the order of Hon'ble Supreme Court of India, the Bank provides for
pension to all eligible employees. The benefit is in the form of monthly
payments as per the rules to vested employees on retirement or on death while
in employment, or on termination of employment. Vesting occurs at different
stages as per rules. The pension liability is reckoned based on an independent
actuarial valuation carried out and Bank makes such initial contributions
periodically to the Fund as may be required to secure payment of the benefits
under the pension regulations.
d. The cost of providing defined benefits is determined using the projected unit

credit method, with actuarial valuations being carried out at each balance sheet
date.

i) Defined Contribution Plans such as Provident Fund are recognized as an expense
and charged to the Profit & Loss Account on accrual basis.

iii) The Bank operates New Pension System (NPS) for all staff joined on or after 15t April
2018 and staff joined be between 15t April 2010 and 315t March 2018 and opted for
NPS, which is a defined Contribution Plan. As per the scheme employees contributes
10% of their basic pay and DA together with matching contribution from the Bank.

iv)  Other Long Term Employee benefits:
All eligible employees of the Bank are eligible for leave fare concession, home travel
concession. The costs of such long-term employee benefits are debited to Profit &
Loss account of the Bank, in the year of expense incurred.
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6. Taxes on Income:

Income Tax expense is the aggregate amount of current tax and deferred tax expense incurred by
the Bank. Current tax expense and deferred tax expense are determined in accordance with the
provisions of the Income Tax Act, 1961 and as per the Accounting Standard 22 - "Accounting for
Taxes on Income" respectively and which are based on the tax laws prevailing in India. Deferred
tax adjustments comprise of changes in the deferred tax assets or liabilities during the year.
Deferred tax assets and liabilities are recognised by considering the impact of the timing
differences between taxable income and accounting income for the current year, and carry forward
losses. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured using tax rates and tax laws that have
been enacted or substantively enacted at the Balance Sheet date. The impact of changes in
deferred tax assets and liabilities is recognised in the Profit and Loss Account. Deferred tax assets
are recognised and reassessed at each reporting date, based on management's judgement as to
whether their realisation is considered as reasonably certain. Deferred Tax Assets are recognised
on carry forward of unabsorbed depreciation and tax losses only if there is virtual certainty
supported by convincing evidence that such deferred tax assets can be realised against future
profits.

7. Contingent Liabilities & provisions:

7.1. In conformity with AS - 29, "Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets", issued
by the ICAI, the bank recognises provisions only when it has a present obligation as a result
of a past event, and would result in a probable outflow of resources embodying economic
benefits will be required to settle the obligation, and when a reliable estimate of the amount
of the obligation can be made.

No provision is recognised for:

i) Any possible obligation that arises from past events and existence of which will be confirmed
only by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly
within the control of the bank; or

ii) Any present obligation that arises from past events but is not recognised because:

a) It is not probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be
required to settle the obligation; or

b) A reliable estimate of the amount of obligation cannot be made.
Such obligations are recorded as Contingent Liabilities. These are assessed at regular
intervals and only that part of the obligation for which an outflow of resources
embodying economic benefits is probable, is provided for, except in the extremely rare
circumstances where no reliable estimate can be made.

i)  Contingent Assets are not recognised in the financial statements.

8. Special Reserves:

Revenue and other Reserve include Special Reserve created under Section 36(i) (viii) of the
Income Tax Act, 1961.
